A reading from the holy Gospel according to Matthew

Hearing that John had been arrested Jesus went
back to Galilee, and leaving Nazareth he went and
settled in Capernaum, a lakeside town on the borders
of Zebulun and Naphtali. In this way the prophecy of
Isaiah was to be fulfilled:

Going on from there he saw another pair of brothers,
James son of Zebedee and his brother John; they
were in their boat with their father Zebedee, mending
their nets, and he called them. At once, leaving the
boat and their father, they followed him.

He went round the whole of Galilee teaching in their
synagogues, proclaiming the Good News of the
kingdom and curing all kinds of diseases and
sickness among the people.
