A reading from the prophet Jeremiah

The king's leading men spoke to the king. 'Let
Jeremiah be put to death: he is unquestionably
disheartening the remaining soldiers in the city, and all
the people too, by talking like this.

The Bill was
pushed through the Legislative Assembly and will be
debated in the Legislative Council from Tuesday,
20 August.
