If we accept that the Lord Jesus
continues to enliven us with the values of His Good
News then we can more realistically assess how
genuinely we accept those values and apply them in
our own journey by examining our own attitudes,
reactions and actions to migrants and refugees.
In other words, we can judge our own progress by
assessing how we judge those who are migrants or
seeking refuge in our midst”.
